Homebuyers Can Still Qualify For A Federal Tax Credit On
The Purchase Of A New KB Home

but they must act soon. In select commu-
nities, a number of brand new KB homes
are ready to be customized with the
buyer’s choice of countertops, flooring,
lighting and more. Homebuyers may qual-
ify for a tax credit on these homes if they
sign a purchase contract by April 30 and
close by June 30, 2010.

First-time homebuyers may be eli-
gible for an $8,000 fully refundable tax
credit, which means the claim can be
received even if a taxpayer owes no tax or
if the credit is more than the tax they owe.
Move-up buyers who have owned and
lived in their home for at least five consec-
utive years out of the last eight may be eli-
gible for a tax credit of up to $6,500 on the
purchase of a new residence. For members
of the military, the deadline to qualify for
either tax credit is extended through April
30, 2011 (with an extended closing dead-
line of June 30, 2011) for those serving on
qualified official extended duty service
outside the U.S. for at least 90 days before
May 1, 2010. No credit is allowed if the
purchase price of the home exceeds
$800,000.
